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Statement from City Council regarding retirement of Palm Springs
City Manager David H. Ready

“Dr. David H. Ready announced today his decision to retire at the end of this
calendar year. Itis with a deep sense of appreciation and respect that we
congratulate Dr. Ready on his retirement. Dr. Ready has served the people of Palm
Springs for nearly 21 years with integrity, intelligence, and fortitude.

In his time as our City Manager, the city has been transformed. Residents have
returned homes and neighborhoods to their former glory, an engaged community
has elevated our arts and entertainment scenes, local leaders have re-made our
downtown and neighborhood businesses, and visitors from across the globe now
travel year-round to Palm Springs. In the past two decades, city sales tax revenues
have increased five times, transit occupancy taxes have tripled and property taxes
have doubled.
