SPECIFIC ODOR EMITTING ACTIVITIES

Green Savants operates a 2A indoor cultivation site that emits odor only during

10 min of each day through the night time air exchange system. This system exchanges
the air in the cultivation room environment for 10 min each night. This process is
mitigated through a 150 pound ACTIVATED charcoal filter, MERV 14 HEPA filter and
electronic Air Cleaner know as a Global Plasma Solutions GPS I-Clean. This process takes
place 10 min once a day in the flower, veg, and mother rooms. The trim room, process
room, and grinding room also are equipped with this same system. These rooms filter
out fresh air on an as needed biases to insure air quality for the employees in those

areas.

ODOR MITIGATION PRACTICES

The facility was designed with safety and clean working environment there are
no windows directly to the outside of the property to prevent odor from leaving
the building at all times. Green Savants Policies and Procedures have strict
protocol on room operation and cleanliness to also prevent odors from entering
work spaces no intended for that use.

Green Savants has maintenance programs in place with their own maintenance
staff to change all filters every 9 weeks between harvests in all 2A cultivation
spaces. This far above and beyond the manufacturers rated specifications but
required to insure a clean odor free environment. All filter systems in process
areas, trim room, grinding rooms are replaced a by weekly schedule that is
recorded in the material log in the materials storage room.

All records are kept on the materials storage logs in the receiving and storage
room along with logged into the bio Trach THC tracking system for room harvests
and consumable goods reporting.

B. ENGINEERING CONTROLS

Green Savants operates a 2A indoor cultivation site that emits odor only during
10 min of each day through the night time air exchange system. This system
exchanges the air in the cultivation room environment for 10 min each night.

There is one 10” Max Can Fan 1150 CFM exhaust fan removing the air for the air
exchange that takes place witch is 450 CFM oversized for the room so the room
exchange happens in less amount of time for better environmental control and
stability in the growing environment.

ABSTRACT

The City of Palm Springs, in response to community concerns of nuisance odors derived from permitted
cannabis activities, has developed the following procedures and methodologies to reduce the occurrence
of nuisance odors, create a performance-based approach to minimize such odors, and to create a
performance-based enforcement methodology.

The Applicant shall demonstrate compliance to the procedures as outlined in the Odor Mitigation
Compliance Template.

BACKGROUND

In general, non-toxic odors are not regulated by Federal, State or Local Governments. The Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) regulates the discharge of six elements to the atmosphere: carbon dioxide, lead,
nitrogen dioxide, ozone, particulate matter and sulfur dioxide.

At the state level, the Southern California Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) determines and
enforces the limits of “emissions” generated through combustion and odor-issues related to hydrogen
sulfide.
