with the Pierce development, it would be desirable for the bank

to plan on a clean up of the Arenas property coincidental with

the construction across the street so that the Arenas property

will not be a detriment to patronage of the facilities on the
Pierce property. In this connection, I would remind you that
your trust department had previously agreed that in the event
apartments were completed to the west of the Arenas property
across Caballeros (Tahquitz Development Lease), the Arenas
property would be cleared of all undesirable and unsightly
improvements. Since the Pierce development appears to be a
very strong liklihood, it may be that the savings in accepting
the city's present offer would approach and possibly exceed

the income to be derived from the property between now and
next fall.
